1 National Park  An area of country side protected 
by the government for enjoyment 
of the public or preservation of 
wildlife. 

2 Urban  Urban areas are areas where 
many people live and work. The 
ground is mostly taken up by 
roads, sidewalks, buildings, and 
maybe small grassy areas  

3 Rural  Rural areas which are not town or 
cities these areas are also known 
as the countryside.  

4 Viaduct  A bridge for carrying a road, canal 
or railroad over something.   

5 Conservation  The protection of things found in 
nature.  

6 Heritage  Something that you believe, think, 
or do that comes from your family 
or ethnic background; tradition
